Assessing a New Child
1. Our children move from Nursery to class 1 and then to class 2 according to child’s ability 

2. We also accept children throughout the year and we assess the child for the following;-

Recognition of Hindi Alpha

Communication Skills in Hindi

Writing Alpha as dictation

If a child can understand Hindi but cannot read or write and is aged between 5 and 7 he/she starts in class 1 and the skills are developed. Targets are set for the child to learn Alpha and two letter words with the help of software and tape and the teacher gives extra time. The child is monitored for half term and his recognition skills of two letter word are tested.
If there is still no recognition we ask the parents to help so that the child can cope with the work. If we have a volunteer in school she is asked to give extra help to the child.
If a child is over 7 he/she starts in class 2 and the reading skills are developed with the help of software and tapes. Targets are set for the child to learn Alpha and two letter words and the teacher gives extra time and if we have any volunteers their help is also taken. Targets are set and child is monitored.

Example;-

Child A started in March last year at the age of 7 and she could speak fluent Hindi but there was no recognition. She started reading two letter words within four weeks and sentences in 8 weeks.

Then we developed her writing skills with Symbols (Matras) and she can translate the simple sentences in Hindi and English 
2 Example;-

Child B came to us at the age of 9 in January last year with no Hindi spoken or written but was a very keen child. She was put in class 2 and within 4 weeks she was able to read two to 3 letter words and finished her first reading book. Symbols (Matras) were introduced and she started translating English to Hindi and also Hindi to English. Her Oral skills were also improved and her mother complimented the teacher for the work Child B had done
